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1. What is KOJSP?

KOIJSP is made up of three parts:

Japanese Language Programme

The main goal of this programme is to create an appropriate
environment for you to improve your Japanese language skills, therefore
the Japanese language programme weighs the most and should be the

focus of your study here.

2. Specialised courses offered by the Faculty of Letters

Nevertheless, in order to experience the unique Japanese education
system and different aspects of Japanese culture and society, the
programme also requires you to take 4 specialised courses (2 for each
semester) offered by the Faculty of Letters, and also to conduct research
on a topic you choose, write a research paper in Japanese (for the KOJSP
Seminar class) and then present it at the programme closing ceremony in

early August.

3. Extracurriculum activities (KOJSP events)

Additionally, the KOJSP events listed on page 6-7 were created or
chosen especially for KOJSP students, in order for you to interact with
local students and young people from Hiroshima, to visit historical places
(Nara etc.) and learn about them through fieldwork, and to experience the
daily life of a Japanese family through a homestay programme and much
more. These events have an academic purpose and are part of the

programme.

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2. Taking Classes

KOJSP students take two kinds of courses.
1 Japanese Language Programme (in the morning)
2 Specialised courses offered by the Faculty of Letters (in the afternoon)

You need to take 2 classes (4 credits) for the 2022 autumn semester and 2
classes (4 credits) for the 2023 spring semester. In addition, during the spring
semester you will have to take the KOJSP Seminar which is compulsory.

The Course List for the autumn term will be sent to you during September.
Please read the Course List and the online Sy/labus carefully to get an idea of
the courses you would be interested in taking beforehand. You will be visiting
classes for about two weeks and then register for classes you choose to take.

We will also make recommendations for some courses.

X Classes meet for 90 minutes. There is a 20-minute break between each class.

The winter vacation starts on the 28th of December 2022. Please note that
we have classes until then. Participation in the presentation session for the
KOJSP Japanese class, held at the beginning of February, is a required part

of the Autumn semester, and as such attendance is mandatory.

@) IMPORTANT: For the advanced group, both specialised courses you will choose
must be held in Japanese. For the beginners’ group, at least one of the 2 specialised
courses you will choose must be a course held exclusively in Japanese.

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4. Before Departure

STEP1. Applying for your visa

Kobe University will send you documents, including the Admission Notice
and the Certificate of Eligibility for Status of Residence (CoE) around the
beginning of August via EMS.

Immediately after you receive them, please take all the necessary
documents and apply for a College Student Visa at your nearest Japanese
Embassy or Consulate. Please check the necessary documents on the website

or at the Embassy of Japan in the UK.

A IMPORTANT: You cannot enter Japan on a Tourist Visa prior to October,
and continue your stay in Kobe after October without going back to the UK
and obtaining a College Student Visa. In case this cannot be avoided (for
example due to internships etc.), please let us know as soon as possible. Also,
we would like to bring to your attention that the procedure to change the Visa

status is complicated and it will be entirely your own responsibility.
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STEP2. Booking Flight

The closest international airport to Kobe is Kansai International Airport

(KIX) in Osaka. The university dormitory is available from September 30™.
Please book your flight so that you can enter the university dormitory on
28 or 29 September. Important dates and times for this are as follows.

1. Airport pick-up at 12.00 on 29 September
If you are coming to the dormitory by taxi arranged by the University,
please meet at the airport at 12.00 pm. The meeting point will be

announced later.

2. Check-in to the dormitory is possible from 28 September
You must arrive by Spm to receive your room key. (If you arrive after this
time, you will not be allowed to enter the dormitory). Also note that

assistance with Wi-fi setup is not available on this day.

3. Orientation for the dormitory starts at around 2pm on 29 September
If you are coming to the dormitory on your own, make sure you are there

before 1.30 pm.

A CAUTION: First, you will have to go through several procedures, such as
setting up electricity and the internet, and you will have a lot of forms to fill
in that will take quite a lot of time. Even if you are entering the dormitory on
the 30th, it is recommended that you arrive in Japan on the 28th if possible
(e.g. arrive on the 28th, spend one night in the airport area and then come by

university-arranged taxi).

If you arrive on 28 September, you will still receive an
orientation about the dormitories on 29 September.

Please note that all dormitories are located off-campus.

A Note: You can check in either on 28 or 29 September; if you come on the
28th, make sure you arrive at the dormitory before 5.00 pm. After that time,

you will not be allowed to enter the dormitory and will have to stay in a hotel.
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STEP3. Initial Procedures

Please complete the following procedures as soon as possible. Ask your

student tutor to assist you.

1. Check-in for the dormitory
When moving into the dormitory, please complete the admission
procedure at the dormitory office. PDF files of the necessary documents
for this procedure will be sent to you via e-mail by the end of September.
Information on the payment of utilities will be provided at the guidance

session.

2. Procuures at the ward office
When going to the ward office for the procedures, be sure to

take your passport and residence card with you.

2.1 Notification of Address (Resident Registration Procedure)
You will receive a “Residence Card” at the port of entry and must
bring it to the ward office to notify them of your place of residence within
14 days of arriving at the dormitory. A “Certificate of Residence” can be
issued on or after the day of notification, which is required when opening

a bank account. The issue fee is 300 yen.
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2-2. Joining National Health Insurance

The National Health Insurance System in Japan is an insurance system
to reduce individuals' medical costs. International students residing in
Japan are eligible for National Health Insurance. Applications can be made
at your local ward office. After enrollment, you will pay monthly
premiums. Upon joining the system you will be issued a National Health
Insurance Certificate. When shown to the reception of a hospital, this

certificate reduces your payment to 30% of the incurred medical costs.

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6. Life at the Student Dormitory
(Kokui-ryo)

The student dormitory is very different from colleges in Oxford. It is not on
campus, and it is not owned by the Faculty of Letters. There is no one on
duty at night. There are things you need to do on your own, including

cleaning and the payment of utilities.

Student dormitories have their own rules. The use of facilities, rubbish
disposal, dormitory fees and utility charges are explained at the dormitory

orientation.
Each room has a simple bed, but bedclothes and towels are not provided.

DO NOT ship any baggage to arrive earlier than your own arrival, except
for a futon set. Neither the University nor the dormitory has space to store
items before your arrival. Please make sure they arrive after you have

checked in.

Free Internet connections are not set up in individual rooms. You need to
make an individual contract with a designated Internet Provider upon your
arrival. You can obtain the relevant contact information during the guidance

session, which is compulsory.
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7. FAQs

Q1. When and how do | register for classes?

You do not need to register for classes before your arrival. The registration
period is around the first 12 days of October. Detailed dates and times will be
announced in September. Registration procedures will be explained at the KOJSP

orientation.

Q2. Can | use my own cell phone in Japan?

Most newer model mobile phones can be used, but older model mobile phones
may not work. The situation differs from device to device, so contact the
manufacturer if you are concerned.

SIM cards can be rented or purchased after entering the country. Some can be
purchased at the airport, but be aware that some cannot be purchased until you
fill in your address on your residence card at the ward office.

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Q3. Does Kobe University have a place for medical consultations?

The Medical Centre for Student Health is open to students for medical
examination, First Aid, and consultation for problems related to both the physical

and mental health of students.

Physical Health Consultation:
Students can receive First Aid treatment when injured and consult doctors who

specialize in Internal Medicine when needed.

Mental Health Consultation:
Students can talk to counselors and psychiatrists about various concerns they

may have at the centre. Counselling in English is available.

Without this form, you may not receive adequate
support from the center. Please note that, even when you submit this form, your
