1. Who will you be interviewing? How much do you know about their current living circumstances, health and travel history over the two weeks previous?

3. Will you engage other individuals to assit you, such as interpretors, consultatants or facilitators? Are any of them in higher risk groups as outlined by the UK government (or their own government for non-UK citizens). Give the same regard to their safety as your own.

4. How will the interviews be arranged and where will they take place? How will you ensure that the relevent social distancing measures are applied and that all parties will be aware of these in advance?
